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Abstract

The study addressed the topic: Developing oral communication skills for
Arabic language learners as a second language in light of the Common
European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR). It aimed to:

o Building a proposed program for developing oral communication
skills among non-Arabic speaking learners at the intermediate level
in light of the standards of the European framework.

o Measuring the effectiveness of the proposed program in developing
listening skills among non-Arabic speaking learners (at the
intermediate level) in light of the European framework criteria.

o Measuring the effectiveness of the proposed program in developing
the skills of speech among Arabic-speaking learners of other
languages (in Middle level in light of the European framework
standards (B1).

The current study followed the experimental approach, in designing and
controlling the research experience, with a view to identifying the impact
of the independent variable (teaching in the proposed program for training
in oral communication skills in light of the criteria of the common
European reference framework for languages), in the dependent variable
(the performance of students in the test of measuring oral communication
skills).

The study used the following instruments:

o Listening skills test, to measure the effectiveness of the proposed
program.

o Speech skills test, to measure the effectiveness of the proposed
program.

After statistically processing the data, discussing and interpreting it, the
study reached several results, the most important of which are:

1. The effectiveness rate of the proposed program in developing oral
communication skills was (11.87%).

2. The effectiveness of the proposed program in developing listening
skills was 12.3%.

The effectiveness of the proposed program in developing speech
skills was 11.45%.

Setting step-by-step ladders to assess speech skills, making them
highly accurate.

The duration of the proposed program implementation was not
sufficient to develop the measured oral communication skills.

The study revealed several recommendations, the most important of which

are:

1.

Considering European standards when building Arabic as a second
language programs.

The necessity of serious cooperation and unification of efforts
between Saudi and Arab universities to build a general Arab
reference framework, to be a reference for those working in the field
of teaching Arabic to non-native speakers.

The necessity of building a graded scale to assess the oral
performance in non-native speakers of Arabic language teaching
programs in light of the normative levels of the Common European
Framework of Reference for Languages.

The necessity of specifying the number of skills targeted in
experimental programs and studies, and estimating the duration of
the program to be sufficient for its development and giving it its
right; this gives the results greater accuracy in measuring impact.
Create a blog for educational texts (read and audio) for non-native
speakers of the Arabic language, to cover all levels of language, for
the benefit of learners, teachers and developers of educational
programs.

Re-experience the program, after reducing the skills, and prolonging
the program to ensure its degree of effectiveness.

Designing programs to enhance written skills for Arabic language
learners within European standards.
