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This study explores the grammatical errors written by Arabic
nonnative speakers. The study tried to answer its main question
about the types of grammatical errors written by Arabic
nonnative speakers at level three and four at Imam University
and their numbers and percentages in Arabic Learner Corpus.

It also gives the solutions for them.

The important of this study is that it gives a clear view
about the grammatical errors written by Arabic nonnative
speakers and how to deal with this issue.

To achieve the study’s goal, the scholar studied 50
samples written by Arabic nonnative speaking students at
Imam University. The samples are part of the Arabic Learner

Corpus.

The results show 705 errors made by the participants in 23
grammatical phenomena. The majority of these errors were
because the mother tongue use and the lack of the Arabic
language command. This raises the need to focus on writing
skills in the educational program, extraocular activities and
future studies for the Arabic nonnative speakers.
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
