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Abstract

Tile: Relationship between language learning strategies as a second language
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This study aims to explore the beliefs of Arabic language learner. The researcher
employed a survey methodology and relied on two questionnaires: one revealing the
beliefs of Arabic language learners as a second language, and the other disclosing the
strategies used by them. Both questionnaires had closed-ended responses and
comprised two sections. The first section included learners' basic information, such as
name, level, nationality, languages spoken, years of learning Arabic, while the second
section in the first questionnaire consisted of phrases to uncover the beliefs of Arabic
language learners as a second language. In the second questionnaire, it contained
phrases to identify the strategies of Arabic language learners as a second language.
The study sample consisted of 134 learners from various nationalities at the Arabic
Language Education Institute at Imam Mohammed bin Saud Islamic University in the
Linguistic Preparation Department, in the second semester of the academic year 1444
AH. The study results revealed the following:

The study sample uses language learning strategies at a very high level, in the
following order: social strategies, functional practice strategies, and cognitive
memory strategies. Additionally, the study sample holds several beliefs, ranked as
follows:

The nature of language learning, the difficulty of language learning, belief in self-
efficacy and the ability to learn Arabic, and finally, learning and communication
strategies. The results also showed a negative correlation between the strategies used
by Arabic language learners as a second language and the beliefs they hold while
learning Arabic as a second language.

Based on the results of the previous study, the researcher recommended several
strategies, including:

- Emphasizing a set of utilized strategies and enhancing them.

- Encouraging linguistic communication with Arabic speakers during events and
meetings, as it contributes to altering the beliefs of learners of Arabic as a second
language and raising their awareness to less accurate convictions.

- Training teachers on how to discuss beliefs related to the Arabic language and Arab-
Islamic culture with non-Muslim students and those with Western backgrounds. This
includes addressing stereotypes, linguistic bias, and cultural biases.
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
