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Study abstract

The objectives of study was to evaluate the language tests for the
general secondary certificate in the literary department in the Republic of
Djibouti in the light of total quality control standards, by identifying the
criteria of, credibility, consistency and, objectivity for language tests for the
grade three of secondary school for the Islamic Institute in the Republic of
Djibouti, and the extent of realizing these criteria , in addition to the
identification of strengths and weaknesses in the content of language tests at
the Islamic Institute in the Republic of Djibouti., The researcher adopted the
descriptive analytical approach to achieve the objectives of the study, by
selecting a sample of test questions for the General Secondary Certificate in
the literary section for a period of five years, starting from 2015 to 2019. A
questionnaire to collect the necessary information and data from the study
population was designed and prepared by the researchers, the hexagonal
Likert scale was used to answer the questionnaire questions, and the validity
and reliability of the tool were verified. In his study, frequencies, percentages,
means, and standard deviations were used for statistical analysis.

The study results and finding are as follows:

1. The matching of the literature test questions for grade three using
the criteria of: credibility, consistency and objectivity, and the
differentiated with high degree, where the matching percentage is
(8,84%), and the mean is (24.4).

2. The literature questions for the third grade of secondary school meets
the criteria of total quality, conformity and technical aspects to a very
high degree, where the achievement rate reached (93.4 percent), and the
arithmetic mean of (67.4).

3. the expression test questions for the third grade of secondary school
matches the criteria of credibility, consistency and objectivity, and
differentiated with a high degree, where the matching percentage was
(80%) and the arithmetic mean of (4,00).

4. the expression test questions for the third grade of secondary school
met the criteria of total quality, conformity, and technical aspects to the
highest degree, where the achievement rate reached (73.2%), and the
arithmetic mean was (66.3).

5. The reading test questions for the third grade of secondary school
matches the criteria of: credibility, consistency and objectivity, and
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differentiated with a high degree, where the matching percentage was
(91,6%), and the arithmetic mean was (58.4).

The reading test for the secondary school grade three met for the
criteria: total quality, conformity, and technical aspects to a very high
degree, where the achievement rate reached (91,6%), and the arithmetic
mean was (58.4).

The grammatical test matched the criteria of: credibility, consistency
and objectivity, and differentiated with a high degree, where the
matching percentage was (82.4%), and the arithmetic mean was (12.4).
The grammar test for the third grade of secondary school meets the
criteria: for total quality, conformity, and technical aspects to a very
high degree, where the achievement rate reached (98%), and the
arithmetic average was (90,4).

The text test for the third grade of secondary school matches the criteria
of: credibility, consistency and objectivity, and differentiated with a
high degree where the matching rate reached 4.79%, and the arithmetic
average was (97.3%).

The text test for the third grade of secondary school meets the criteria:
total quality, conformity, and technical aspects, with a very high degree,
where the achievement rate reached (6.95%), and the arithmetic
average was (78.4).

The criticism test for the third grade of secondary school matches the
criteria of: credibility, consistency and objectivity, nd differentiated
with a high degree, where the matching percentage was (81%), and the
arithmetic mean was (05,4).

The criticism test for the third grade of secondary school meets the
criteria: total quality, conformity, and technical aspects in a very high
degree, where the achievement rate reached (4.86), and the arithmetic
mean was (32.4).

Based on the above results, the study included a number of relevant

recommendations and suggestions.
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
