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This study aimed to investigate the impact of training on the use of the ten memory strategies 

as mentioned in (Oxford, 1990) about the vocabulary learning, in the short and long term, 

among female learners of Arabic as a second language at the Institute for Teaching Arabic to 

Speakers of Other Languages at Princess Noura Bint Abdul Rahman University in Riyadh. In 

order to achieve this aim, the researcher used semi- experimental method. The sample of the 

study contained 16 female learners of fourth grade. they were divided into two groups, the 

experimental group that studied by using memory strategies, and the control group that 

studied by traditional method. The tool of the study was the achievement test (pre-test, 

immediate post test and delayed post test), which was designed according to a previous 

reference, and the researcher verified its validity and reliability through certain statistical 

Tests. 

This study found out several results such as :  

1- The results showed that there were no statistically significant differences in the level 

of vocabulary learning between the experimental and control groups in the scores of 

immediate post test. This means that both groups retained, in the short term, what 

they have learned during the study period.  

2- The results showed that there were no statistically significant differences at the level 

of vocabulary learning between the experimental and control groups in the scores of 

delayed post test. It means that both groups retained in the long term what they have 

learned during the study period. And these results indicate that the method of using 

memory strategies is equal to the traditional method according to the scores. 

The study also concluded a number of implications, including: Inviting male and female 

teachers of Arabic as a second language to diversify in teaching vocabulary, and training on 

vocabulary learning strategies and applying them in the classroom, as this would raise 

awareness among Arabic language learners about the concept of training and independence in 

learning.
