This study examined the trends of female students in the Faculty of Economics and
Management Sciences towards Arabic-language course education and its impact on
the labor market and aimed at identifying their trends and measuring their boundaries
according to three basic axes in measuring trends (emotional component, behavioral
component, cognitive component).
