The purpose of this study is to investigate the syntactic and semantic systems for plurals
indicating a group of people, without having a singular from Its own;This study relies on
correlation and accompanying; as a means of interpreting the lexical meaning, and that
the language determines the accompanying words to another, and that each word has a
special rate associated with, or accompanying words, and therefore can predict the words
that accompany with other words, and can monitor the structures In which these words

come.

The study relied on corpus websites, in which the research proceeds from a specific
linguistic issue with assumptions, hypotheses, and research questions that the researcher
has in mind, interpreted and analyzed based on the digital texts in the corpus, and noted
what can be observed from the linguistic, morphological, syntactic, semantic and

contextual issues.

The researcher has dealt with more than eighty words indicating a group of people;
without having a singular from Its own, and proved what is contained in ' Lesan Al- Arab'
, and reviewed the treatment in 'Mojam Allugah Al-Arabya Almoasera' , and then the
researcher followed dozens of contexts in corpora : Parkinson and the Arab corpus, For
each of these words, and touches the aspects of agreement and the difterence between the
presence of those words in the lexicons and blogs, taking into account that most of those

words come in many synthetic and semantic images.

The researcher blended the quantitative and qualitative approaches; the quantitative
approach emerged in counting the structures in which these terms come with their

attributes and contexts. The qualitative approach emerged through the study of methods,




connotations and meanings, which are covered by these terms, and highlight the contexts

of positive function and contexts indicating the negation or neutrality.

The most prominent of this study is the application of the concepts of semantic systems
and semantic preference on some of the words of the Arabic language ( plurals that not
having a singular from Its own), a call for the expansion of such treatments, as it is an
invitation to the authors of Arabic dictionaries, and those based on them; When
