This study titled "Attitudes of Myanmar Female Students in Kingdom of
Saudi  Arabia  towards Arabic Language and  Myanmar
Rohingyalish Language" aimed to show female students' attitudes towards
both Arabic language and Rohingyalish languages and their speakers inside
and outside school. To achieve the objectives of the study, a qualitative
methodology (i.e., a case study) was administered to an appropriate sample
of five Myanmar students studying in the 3™ class of the intermediate
education stage in a school in Makka Al-Mukarrama. To collect the
required data, both interview and observation sheet were administered in
the 1 and 2" semesters of the school year 1444 (AH). Then, Maxqda
program was used to analyze the qualitative data. The study revealed a
number of findings; the most important ones are as follows. Most of
Myanmar Female Students' attitudes towards Arabic inside school were
positive and neutral, showing no negative attitudes; most of their attitudes
towards Arabic outside school were neutral while the positive ones were
very few, showing no negative attitudes; both positive and negative
attitudes towards Rohingyalish inside school were equal, showing no
neutral attitudes; most of their attitudes towards Rohingyalish outside
school were negative and neutral, showing no positive attitudes; most of
their attitudes towards speakers of Arabic inside school were more positive
than neutral, showing no negative attitudes; similarly, most of their
attitudes towards speakers of Arabic outside school were more positive
than negative, showing no neutral attitudes; both positive and negative
attitudes towards Rohingyalish inside school were equal, showing no
neutral attitudes; and most of their attitudes towards Rohingyalish were
more neutral than negative, showing no positive attitudes.
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
