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Abstract

The current study aims to reveal the beliefs of female teachers of
Arabic as a second language and their practices in teaching the listening
skill in two educational contexts, in Makkah Al-Mukarramah region. To
achieve this goal, the researcher used the qualitative approach and the case
study method, which means studying the peculiarities and complexities of
a particular case. The study consisted of four participants studying the
listening skill, during the third semester of the year 1444 H and the first
semester of the year 1445 H. The researcher used interviews and classroom
observations as two tools for the study, which the researcher built by
referring to various sources, and sought to achieve quality standards in
them. Then the researcher qualitatively analyzed the data of the interviews
and classroom observations, to come up with the results of the study .

The data resulted in number of results, the most notable of which
are:

Teachers hold many beliefs about the listening skill and about
teaching the listening skill. Teachers’ beliefs about the listening skill and
its teaching are divided into two types: cognitive beliefs and affective
beliefs .

Many of the cognitive teachers' beliefs about listening skill are
similar. The most prominent similar beliefs among teachers lie in the place
of listening skill in language teaching, the nature of the listening text, and
the teacher’s role and experience in teaching listening .

Some teachers' emotional beliefs about teaching listening skills
differ. The most prominent different beliefs among teachers are in students’
viewing of text questions before or during listening, the teacher following
the directions of the teacher’s book in teaching the skill, and the benefit of
classroom activities and extensive listening in teaching the listening skill.

Classroom teachers’ practices also differ in teaching the listening
skill in terms of the teacher’s commitment to the directions of the teacher’s
book, the teaching strategies used, her interest in understanding the
students, the way of dealing with them, and training them in some of the
various listening strategies.

The diversity of the relationship between teachers’ beliefs and their
teaching practices has emerged in the listening skill. Between congruence
and consistency, contradiction and difference.
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
