The connotations of attributive structures in contemporary Arabic, many
of which vary between literary metaphor, scientific and technical progress,
and political, cultural, and economic development, and a few of which
vary between changing the cultural context and a misunderstanding
of the meaning of the structure.

The real connotations of contemporary Arabic structures and
the structures in which the meaning was specialized in the study sample
are more than the metaphorical connotations and structures in which
the connotation changed.

Descriptive and additive construction patterns in contemporary Arabic are
more prevalent than verbal attributive constructions, possibly because
verbal constructions are newly occurring, often metaphorical, whereas
nominal constructions are enduring, stable, and aim for semantic stability.
The meaning of a construction may change with a change in its pattern.
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°- The use of a word in semantic construction for real and metaphorical
meanings, and the employment of metaphor in semantic construction,
are among the means of semantic development that show a change
in usage across the mental domain.

1- The development of society affects the development of language,
as meanings change or are specialized by structure into other meanings.

Y- Changing the cultural context contributes to enriching contemporary
compositions and shows the specialization of the field of use.

A- Linguistic development of a word in contemporary Arabic, changing
a construction's meaning, or using a construction for more than
one contemporary meaning, are influential means in construction
by specifying, expanding, elevating, degrading, or changing the meaning.

1- Evolved meanings in contemporary Arabic are more numerous than new
meanings; most constructions rely on the specific meaning
of construction, not on creating a new meaning.

Y+-New metaphorical constructions are more numerous than evolved
constructions due to the frequent change from the real meaning to
the metaphorical meaning.

VY-Metaphor significantly enriches constructions and meanings due
to literary development or other reasons.

VY-Specifying meaning is one of the most prominent manifestations
and forms of linguistic change in contemporary linguistic construction.
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
