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THE ABSTRACT

This study aims to reveal the features of identity in the
political speech of Prince Saud Al-Faisal, may God have mercy
on him, and to identify the dimensions of this identity in his
speeches that were delivered at local and international
conferences and political seminars, where the identity was
concentrated in this type of speeches.

The researcher tried to cover a specific period of time, the
period during which Prince Saud Al-Faisal was Minister of
Foreign Affairs. So the researcher chose a speech from eighties, a
speech form nineties, two speeches from twentieth century, and
two speeches from the twenty-first century; in order to cover the
period in which he worked in politics, and to measure his
rhetorical development.

The descriptive-analytical approach, with its reliance on the
speech analysis method, helped in showing an applied conception
of argument in political speech. It also helped in revealing the
most prominent argumentative aspects of in his speeches, and
knowing the impact of the linguistic means and mechanisms of
speech strategies in revealing the features of identity in the
political speech of Prince Saud Al-Faisal.

The most important results of this study were: The confluence
of the argumentative aspects in the political speech of Prince Saud
Al-Faisal, may God have mercy on him, and its strengthening of
each other. And presenting each argument in its place within the
circle of persuasion and influence, in addition to its effectiveness
in presenting his purposes and expressing the dimensions of his
identity. In addition to the multiple ways of invoking and
presenting the religious identity in the political speech of Prince
Saud Al-Faisal, may God have mercy on him. It was clear that
Arabism is visible as a slogan and as a distinctive idea in all of his
speeches, despite the time distance between the speeches. We can
also note the impact of the linguistic means of solidarity and
guidance strategy in revealing the lively pulse of the Arab race of
Prince Saud Al-Faisal, may God have mercy on him. The results
also showed the participatory spirit, the increase of national
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loyalty, the promotion of culture and common hopes, in addition
to its impact on showing solidarity with friendly countries and
developing economic interests among them.

According to these results, the researcher recommended the
following: Invitation to a conference for language and identity;
Because of its importance at this stage that is witnessing serious
challenges to the components of our Arab and Islamic identity.
The researcher also recommended the inclusion of the political
speeches of Prince Saud Al-Faisal, may God have mercy on him,
in the books and lectures of arguments as a representative model
which 1s full of linguistic means and methods of arguments.
According to the previous recommendations, the researcher
suggests to researchers the following: studying the identity in the
political speech of Saudi politicians, who have a local and
international influence as the identity is prominent in their
speeches. The researcher also suggests to apply the speech
analysis methods to the speeches of Prince Saud Al-Faisal, may
God have mercy on him, which were presented in press
interviews and economic seminars.
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
