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Abstract

This study aimed to determine the effect of the communicative approach on
developing oral communication skills among female learners of Arabic as a second
language in the fourth grade in international schools in the city of Riyadh, the Kingdom of

Saudi Arabia. Among its most important objectives were the following:

\. Identifying the oral communication skills (listening and speaking) that are taught
through the communicative approach to female learners of Arabic as a second language in

the fourth grade of primary school in international schools.

Y. Building a program based on the communicative approach to develop oral
communication skills (listening and speaking) for female learners of Arabic as a second

language in the fourth grade of primary school in international schools.

Y. Detecting the impact of the program based on the communicative approach in
teaching listening skills to female learners of Arabic as a second language in the fourth

grade of primary school in international schools in Riyadh.

¢. Detecting the impact of the program based on the communicative approach in
teaching speaking skills to female learners of Arabic as a second language in the fourth

grade of primary school in international schools in Riyadh.

The study sample consisted of (0 .) female learners from the fourth grade of primary
school in Yara International Schools in Riyadh. The researcher relied on descriptive and
experimental research methods. The data was collected through a list of listening and
speaking skills in Arabic that female learners of Arabic as a second language in the fourth
grade of primary school must possess, a test to measure listening skills, and a note card to
measure speaking skills. The researcher used the following statistical parameters:

arithmetic means, standard deviations, T-test for independent groups.




The study resulted in the following results:

. There is a statistically significant positive effect of the communicative approach in
developing oral communication skills among female learners of Arabic as a second

language through:

a. V) There are statistically significant differences at the level (>=., . 0) between the
average scores of the control group and the experimental group in the post-application of

the Iistening skills test in favor of the experimental group.

Y) There are statistically significant differences at the level (>=., . 0) between the
average scores of the control group and the experimental group in the post-application of

the speaking skills observation card in favor of the experimental group.

The study recommended many recommendations, the most important of which are

the following:

- Designing curricula for female learners of Arabic as a second language in
international schools affiliated with the Ministry of Education, based on the

communicative approach.
- Preparing guides for teachers to show the appropriate way to explain lessons.

- Holding training courses for Arabic language teachers to teach courses for female

students in international schools in light of the communicative approach.

- Producing educational films based on the communicative approach to benefit

from them in teaching.

- Providing educational lessons based on the communicative approach on the Ain
Educational Channel and the Broadcast Satellite School, affiliated with the Ministry of

Education.




- Increasing interest and attention to listening and speaking skills in Arabic language

courses for female students in international schools.
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
