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Abstract:

In this study, the researcher highlighted, and sought to identify
the linguistic needs of Arabic language learners as second
language in Kenyan high schools, based on three main

And To achieve the research objectives, the researcher used the

descriptive analytical approach, as this was applied to a sample
of (150) male and female students, and the research tools
represented a five-scale questionnaire, and to achieve the goals
of the study, many appropriate statistical methods were used to
analyze the field study, using the statistical packages of social
sciences for Social Sciences, which is symbolically abbreviated
by the symbol (SPSS), and then the statistical measures were

calculated, and the study reached a number of results, and based
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on the results the study recommended a number of wills, the
most important of which are:

1. Making Arabic the language of education, and not allowing
.a mediator language, whether English, or local dialects

take care of the four language skills, training on them, .2
and providing job content for the learner which meets their
Jinguistic desires

Make conversation a basic skill in the classes using various .3
methods that enhance the student's confidence in his ability to
.use the language

making opportunities to meet Arabic speakers who are .4
fluent in it

Designate a day of the week for speaking in Arabic outside .5
the educational environment, such as enabling students to
practice the language in live situations in the markets, and in
.the general environment

6. Prepare classrooms and classes suitable for teaching the
Arabic language, and equip them with all the necessary
capabilities, and determine the number of students in the
classes, as the single classroom does not contain more than (30)
students.

7. Supporting the language centers specialized in teaching
Arabic to non-native speakers with qualified teachers, and
modern educational techniques, in a manner that enhances

.educational processes
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Auditing, and ensuring the content of programs oftered to .8
Arabic language learners as a second language, and paying
attention to topics that affect the aspects of life, to enhance
the level of the Arabic language they have, in consultation
with specialists from interested centers regarding teaching
.Arabic to non-speakers, and experienced professors

9. Building educational content in the light of the linguistic
needs of linguists, according to their interests, according to
their priority, and in balanced proportions, and providing it
with texts concerned with linguistic communicative situations,

to enable the learner to communicate in the language.
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
