COURSE DESCRIPTION 
In this course the student learns how to use adverbs and adjectives, comparative and superlative degrees, making   
comparisons using as....as, comparing things using: like, the same as, different from. The student also learns how  to 

use punctuation marks, capital letters, articles, apostrophes, when to use ought to, used to, going to, can, and  may. 

Different verb tenses are also covered, including the present, the past and the future (simple, continuous,  perfect 

and perfect continuous). Finally, the student also learns the probable and improbable conditions with IF  and 

UNLESS. General reading and writing skills are addressed throughout the course.   
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
