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Brief Description (Core Course)

Research Methods (IM 6112)

This course aims to assist students in the identification of and preparation of a
dissertation proposal and to prepare the initial search for the chosen dissertation
research topic. Students will become aware of ongoing research in information
management. In addition, students will gain a critical and practical understanding of
the research methods both qualitative and quantitative that can be employed in
research for data collection and analysis. This course develops an awareness of
ethical and access issues related to information management. It also develops a
number of professional skills. This course helps students in developing and using
the skills necessary to design a scholarly piece of research work to address an
identified problem area within a chosen field of study and will introduce methods of
data collection and analysis when conducting empirical research, in both private and
public sector environments.
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
