User Experience Design (IM 6222)

Information architecture determines how information is designed, organized and
labeled, and it specifies the navigation structure that makes it possible for users to
find information. It consists of two core concepts of Information Architecture (IA) and
User Experience Design (UXD). IA deals with structuring a website’s content for
findability and usability through the creation of consistent user-centered taxonomies,
labels, global and local navigation systems, internal website search functionality,
metadata, and structured vocabularies. UXD consists of information architecture,
interaction design, and user research.
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
