Course Description

English Language (Listening and Speaking) introduces students to university-level listening and speaking. Its
goal is to enable students to build on the skills they have developed through their earlier school years. This
course focuses on improving students’ abilities in listening comprehension and speaking on prepared subjects as
well as spontaneous responses to unexpected statements or questions. When listening, attention is paid to
extracting useful information from a dialogue. During speaking exercises the focus is on supporting opinions
with facts or logical reasoning.
