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Research Summary

The study addressed the issue of “the problems facing the teaching of
Arabic in the Islamic Arab schools in China”, the study sought to identify
the most important problems facing the teaching of Arabic in the civil
Arabic schools in China through axes: (teachers, learners, the curriculum,
and the educational environment). The researcher used the descriptive
approach as it suits the subject of the study, its nature and objectives. The
study sample consisted of 147 male and female teachers of Islamic Arab
schools in northwest China. Schools were selected randomly for the
circumstances necessitated by the objectives of the study. The researcher

also adopted the questionnaire as a tool of the study.

After data collection and analyzing it statistically, the study revealed the
existence of the problems facing the teaching of Arabic in the Islamic Arab
schools in northwest China, and the most important results represented in

the following:

1- The study showed the problem that the salaries and bonuses for
teachers are very low, teachers are very interested in the two subjects of
Syntax and Morphology in many civil Arab schools, comparing to
neglecting other language skills, and its elements, leading to the low level

of educated people in the oral expression and listening.



2- The study revealed that teachers in most schools suffer from weekly
teaching loads, the lack of libraries and that teachers are facing a dearth

of references and resources that help them in teaching Arabic.

3- The study revealed that there is a great disproportion between the
learners per class, and the multitude of individual differences among

students, especially age, linguistic and economic differences and others.

4- Students graduated from the schools teaching Arabic to non-native
speakers in China suffer from the problem of the lack of career and
academic future, which leads to the denial of their access to work in
government institutions. Frequent movement of learners from Arab
school to another and the large number of non-Arab courses in civil

Arab schools in China negatively affect teaching Arabic in these schools.

5- The study revealed the need to develop the curriculum in Civil Arab
schools, as most schools depend on the courses that are elicited from
abroad, which is not appropriate to the level of the learners in the

Chinese environment.

6- The study found dearth of specialist scientists and their poor
participation in curriculum development, the poor interest in choosing
courses and lack of attention to the level of the learners when they enter

school.



7- The study revealed the poverty of the educational environment in most
private Arab schools in general and that there are little ones which enjoy
rich and classy environment but the others suffering from poverty of the
educational environment and some schools suffer from a lack of

teachers and learners to some extent.

In light of the above findings, the researcher recommended several

recommendations, including:

First: It is a must to develop the investment in areas where Muslims live,
make economic development in cooperation with the government and
commercial enterprises and encourage foreign investment until the
problems are solved immediately, there is no need to wait for charitable or

humanitarian donations in the event of financial problems.

Second: Raising the generation who masters all the scientific art with the
help of scientists and experts, whether it was from a Chinese public
universities or from universities and educational institutions in the Arab

world countries.

Third: Curriculum development, unification of the curriculum, choosing
courses that suit the level of learners in the schools of teaching Arabic and

review and evaluate the school curriculum provided to Chinese learners.
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
