Effect of interactive reading iIn the

development of reading comprehension skills
and in attitudes of Arabic famel learners as
second language.

Obijective of the study.

The study aimed to identifying the effect of
training on the interactive reading model in
developing reading comprehension skills of
female learners of Arabic as a second language

and in changing their attitudes towards reading.
Methodology of the study:

Quasi — experimental approach was used,

applied for the study sample consisting of (24)
female learners of Arabic as a second language
In advanced level in order to identifying the
effect of the independent variable (interactive

reading model) on the two dependent variables



(the amount of growth of reading
comprehension skills and the amount of
positive attitude towards reading). The sample
was randomly selected were divided into two
groups. The first is experimental group (10)
female learners and the second is control group

(14) female learners.
Tools of study:

Test of reading comprehension to reveal the

skills of reading comprehension of female
learners and the questionnaire to identify
female learners’ attitudes toward reading.

The researcher then applied the field study
procedures during the second semester of the
academic years 1437 — 1438 AH.

The results of the study showed the following:

1- There are statistically significant
difference between the average responses of

the members of the experimental and

control groups in the post-test on the third
axis “Critical level” and on the axes
combined in favor of the members of the

experimental group.

2- There are statistically significant
differences in the arithmetical means
average of the responses of the
experimental group members, in both the
pre-post Test and post Test in favor of the
post-performance, because the arithmetical
mean of the post-performance is greater in
the third axis “critical level” as well as for

the axes combined.

3- There are statistically significant
differences between the average scores of
the experimental group members in the
measure attitudes of female learners

towards reading before and after training on

the interactive reading model in favor of the

post application.

In light of those results:

The researcher recommended conducting some

studies.

1-  Conducting a study to show the extent
of awareness of teachers and female
teachers of Arabic to non-native speakers of
the reading models (e.g vocational — top —

down and interactive).

2-  Evaluation of Arabic language curricula
for speakers in other languages, in light of
achieving reading texts for interactive

reading model.

3- Evaluation of the questions of reading
texts in Arabic language curricula for
speakers in other languages in light of the

variety of skills in the levels of reading



comprehension that appropriate for each

language level.
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
