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Abstract

The study aimed at investigate the effect of an educational program based on
virtual classes, on developing the writing skill of the learners of Arabic as a Second
Language. To achieve the goal, the researcher selected a random sample of Arabic
language learners as a second language represented by the advanced level at the Institute
of Arabic Linguistics at King Saud University. The sample consisted of twenty-two
learners, divided equally in experimental and control samples. The study depended on
the descriptive approach and the quasi-experimental approach. The tools of the study
were a questionnaire to identify the appropriate writing sub-skills for teaching Arabic as
a second language in the advanced level, building a learning program and the pre-post
test. The findings showed that there were statistically significant difterences at (0.05)
between the experimental group studied by the virtual classes and the control group
studied by the traditional way in the skills of planning, introduction, presentation,
conclusion and revision. Findings revealed that there were statistically significant
differences between the experimental group and the control group in the post-
application levels of these writing sub-skills, as well as in the overall grade of the writing
skill. These differences were in favor of the experimental group. The statistical results
showed that the value of (Z) is not significant in the skill of (editing), indicating that
there are no statistically significant differences between the experimental group and the
control group in the post-application grades of that skill of writing skills. It is also clear
from the statistical results that the magnitude of the effect (the square of Aita) reached
0.81. This means that 81% of the total differences between the averages of the distance
measurements of the writing skills of the two groups is due to the impact of the training
program. The findings also showed that the values of (T) are at the level of 0.01 in the
skills: (planning, introduction, presentation, conclusion, revision, editing), as well as in
the overall degree of writing skills, indicating that there are statistically significant
differences between the average tribal application and the average application After the
experimental group in the grades of those skills of writing skills, those difterences were
in favor of the post-application. The findings showed that the magnitude of the effect
(ATA) for the total degree of writing skills was 0.98. This means that 98% of the total
variance between the mean and post-experimental differences of the experimental

group 1s due to the impact of the educational program.
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
