The Current study aimed to reveal the nature of the classroom discourse in the Arabic
as a second language classes in the light of sociocultural theory by examining the
chain of linguistic interaction the opportunities created by the learner and the
opportunities provided by the teacher during the language lesson in the Arabic
language classes at Arabic language teaching Institute for non-Arabic speakers at
Princess Norah bint Abdulrahman University in Riyadh.

mixed methods were used to achieve the aim of the study. It is a combination of

quantitative and qualitative methods. the study sample consisted of (46) female

learner studying in the third and fourth levels, (4) female teachers and (10) lectures
during the second semester of the academic year 1442 AH. The audio recording tool
was used to record and reproduce the lectures. it was a unique form for the
quantitative analysis, in addition to using the SPSS for statistical processing and

MAXQDA to arrange the data in the qualitative research. These procedures were

carried out within the framework of the convergent- parallel design.

some results have been obtained during the study the most important of which were

the following:

- The statistical results revealed the role of each item of classroom discourse in
developing educational processes and enhancing learners' fluency in the target
language.

- The prevalence of tripartite discursive chains in the use of more complicated
discursive chains by teachers.

- Using classroom discourse that is the same as learner's knowledge level more than
the discourse that constitutes a challenge for them.

- The foundations of the sociocultural theory (support, the use of mediation, tools in
participatory activities) combine to contribute to the zone of proximal
development among the learners because of social interaction and its reflection
after that on Individual development.

- Diversified language styles, collaborative activities and diminished Scaffolding
provide differentiated learning opportunities that help develop learners linguistic
and cultural competence.

- The study recommended attending Arabic teacher training courses on
participatory classroom discourses, allowing learners to Interact and communicate
effectively. it also recommended giving learners, discourse more attention to
taking advantage of opportunities that enable them to improve their language
production in addition to emphasizing the importance of taking care of the topics
of educational lectures and linking them to the social and cultural context.
