The study of the lexical industry in the Great Dictionary deals with the
aspects of collection, status and definition, and the study followed the
descriptive approach, through which we tried to probe the depths of the Great
Dictionary, and identify its most important features, characteristics and
drawbacks.

This study consisted of five chapters, the first chapter dealt with the lexical
industry, the first section included the Arabic Language Academy in Cairo,
the second section dealt with the concept of the lexical industry, the third
dealt with the stages of composing the great lexicon, the fourth dealt with the
goal of composing the great lexicon, and the fifth dealt with the theoretical
foundations that The Great Dictionary, The sixth dealt with the sources of
the Great Lexicon, and the seventh dealt with the audience of the Great
Lexicon. As for the second chapter, it dealt with the collection of linguistic
material in the Great Dictionary, through three sections, the first of which
dealt with the issue of pluralism and its methods in the Great Dictionary, the
second dealt with the sources of collection in the Great Dictionary, and the
third dealt with the methodology of collecting linguistic material in the Great
Dictionary, and methods of selecting it. As for the third chapter, it dealt with
the status of the linguistic material in the Great Dictionary, and it included



six sections. The first topic dealt with the issue of the situation in the Great
Dictionary, and the second topic: The external and internal arrangement in
the Great Dictionary.

requirement: the definition of the antonym, the sixth requirement: the
definition by implication, the seventh requirement: the definition negatively,
The eighth requirement: Definition using referral. The fourth topic dealt with
the auxiliary means and methods used to explain the meaning, through the
following demands: The first requirement: the comprehensive definition, the
second requirement: the apparent definition, the third requirement: the
definition of pictures and drawings, the fourth requirement: the definition of
examples and evidence. The fifth topic dealt with: The information provided
by the Great Dictionary upon definition, through the following demands: The
first requirement: pronunciation and writing information, the second
requirement: morphological and grammatical information, the third
requirement: encyclopedic information, and the fourth requirement: areas of
use. The fifth chapter was the last chapter of the study and dealt with:
methodological deficiencies in the great lexicon, through three sections: The
first topic: the methodological deficiencies in the issue of addition in the
great lexicon, the second topic: the methodological deficiencies in the issue
of the situation in the great lexicon, the third topic: Methodological
drawbacks in the issue of definition in the Great Dictionary. Then the study
was concluded by stating the results and recommendations.
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
