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Abstract

The study aimed to identify teaching strategies impact based on semantic
fields theory and formative analysis in teaching vocabulary to second-level
students of Arabic as a second language learners. The study problem was
identified in the following questions:

1- What is the effect of the program based on semantic field theory and

formative analysis in enabling learners to acquire linguistic vocabulary?

2- What is the impact of the program based on semantic field theory and
formative analysis in enabling learners to produce (vocabularies) to be
taught to learners of Arabic as a second language?

To achieve the aim of the study, the researcher used the experimental
method, where the research was applied to a sample of (40) students of the
second level of learners of Arabic as a second language at the Institute of
Arabic Language Teaching at Imam Muhammad Bin Saud Islamic University
in Riyadh, they were divided into two groups: An experimental group
consisting of (20) students, who studied according to the teaching strategies
based on the theory of semantic fields and formative analysis, and a control
group consisting of (20) students, who studied according to the usual method.
Acquisition and production. To build this test, it was preceded by a number of
procedures, as follows:

1) Preparing a list of the target vocabulary, taken from the reading book for
the advanced level, and divided into specific semantic fields, according
to the chosen semantic fields, after determining the goal of the list, and
referring to the prescribed books and other sources, previous studies,
and literature related to the study, and it was presented The list, in its
initial form, was submitted to a group of specialists in Arabic language
teaching curricula, to verify the validity of the tool, then presented it to
the arbitrators in its final form, and evaluated it according to the results
of the arbitration.

2) Building a language program to teach the target vocabulary in the light
of semantic fields theory and formative analysis. The program included
preparing a guide for the teacher to use the most appropriate strategies,
according to semantic field theory and formative analysis, so that they
are suitable for the learners’ experiences and ages, such as: concept
maps, and cooperative learning, Language games, brainstorming, and
technical education by using the Zoom, Telegram and other
applications.

The researcher used a number of statistical methods and treatments to reach
the results of the study, including: T-test for independent groups: (Independent
groups T-Test) to verify the validity and significance of the differences
between the two groups of the experimental and control study, the Cronbach’s



alpha coefficient, and the half-breaking equation (half — Split) to ensure the
stability of the study tools, and to calculate the coefficients of ease and
difficulty, the coefficient of discrimination and the discriminatory validity of
the vocabulary comprehension test.

The results of the study indicated that there were statistically significant
differences between the average scores of the students of the two study groups
in vocabulary acquisition skills and vocabulary production skills after applying
teaching strategies based on semantic field theory and formative analysis in
favor of the experimental group, and in light of the results that were reached,
the study recommends as follows:

Creating a learning environment in language classes that supports
semantic field strategies and formative analysis for vocabulary
instruction.

Examining the difficulties that limit the implementation of the program
based on semantic fields strategies and formative analysis for teaching
vocabulary.

Providing material and moral incentives for language teachers who
apply the strategies of semantic fields and formative analysis to teach
vocabulary.

providing training opportunities for language teachers; To support
program implementation based on semantic field strategies and
formative analysis for vocabulary instruction.

Re-drafting the contents of the reading course to support the
implementation of semantic fields strategies and formative analysis to
facilitate enabling learners to acquire and produce linguistic vocabulary.
Paying attention to the feedback from learners in language classes, to
develop the implementation of teaching strategies in the light of
semantic field theory and formative analysis for teaching vocabulary.

To ensure the selection of educational competencies capable of
implementing semantic fields strategies and formative analysis to teach
vocabulary.

Developing a teacher’s guide for the reading course in Arabic education
institutes, and including strategies and methods that studies have proven
to be effective.
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
