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Abstract

This study aims to reveal the extent of investment in teaching Arabic
as a second language, and its fields, most important means, components,
requirements, and most prominent obstacles. In order to achieve the
objective of the study, the researcher used the mixed approach, which
combines quantitative and qualitative data. The study sample consisted of
three samples, namely: a sample of male and female learners of advanced
levels, numbering (48) male and female learners, a sample of teachers
and experts, numbering (38) male and female teachers, and a sample of
investors, numbering (10) male and female investors, in institutes and
centers teaching Arabic as a second language, inside and outside the
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, from Arab countries (Sudan, Jordan, Egypt).
The researcher prepared two data collection tools, namely: the
questionnaire and the interview of the academic year 2020 - 2021. The
researcher also used a set of appropriate statistical methods. The study
concluded the following results:

1- The possibility of investing in teaching the Arabic language as a
second language by teaching the Arabic language to non-native
speakers of the employees, and establishing a partnership with the
owners of institutions and companies by declaring it a requirement
for employment. Accordingly, graduates of the Arabic language
are employed, and the problem of unemployment is reduced.

2- The most important field of investment in teaching Arabic as a
second language is investing in the field of language tests in the
four skills of the Arabic language, and obtaining an appropriate
degree that qualifies him / her to enter universities or jobs.

3- The most important means, components, and requirements for
investment is that the teacher is proficient and possesses good
competencies that qualify him / her to teach Arabic as a second
language, which is what every non-Arabic-speaking learner seeks,
and what the investor seeks to advance his / her investment project.



4- The most important obstacle to investment in teaching Arabic as
a second language is the weak financial return of the institutes for
teaching Arabic as a second language because the Arabic language
is not a requirement for employment for non-native employees,
while a native speaker is required to be proficient in English for
employment, despite living in his / her Arab country.

Based on the results of the study, the researcher recommends the
following:

1- Focusing and paying attention to non-educational financial
investment in fields such as: tourism and culture, in cooperation
with the Saudi Tourism Authority.

2- Forming a committee of specialists in teaching Arabic as a
second language by designing language classification tests that
include proficiency in the four language skills as a condition for
accepting employees who are non-native speakers or those
applying to study Arabic.

3- Establishing an electronic scientific network that is documented
with financial fees, as it is supported by qualified specialists from
Arab countries, based on evaluating non-Arabic-speaking learners,
and designing electronic programs for special purposes, to help and
assist them in their studies.
