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Abstract

Title: Non-verbal Communication of Arabic Female Teachers as a
Second Language "A Descriptive Analytical Study"

This study aimed to discover forms of non-verbal communication
produced by teachers of Arabic as a second language while teaching the
tour language skills. Also, to explain the extent to which these teachers
use forms of non-verbal communication while teaching language skills,
using the case study approach. The data of the study were collected using
a specially designed observation card made for this study. The card
included 57 forms distributed into eight categories, which applied to an
intentional sample of Arabic as a second language female teachers, who
work at the Institute of Arabic Linguistics at King Saud University, and
they are (10) teachers.

The study found a list of non-verbal communication forms used by
the study sample and the extent to which the sample used these forms
while teaching the four language skills. The study also showed that female
teachers of Arabic as a second language used forms of non-verbal
communication to an average degree, and their use was high for forms of
categories of time, head movements, supra-deterministic sounds, and eye
contact. Their use was medium for forms of place and distance categories,
facial and hand expressions. For forms of body expressions, their using
was low.

Regarding the extent to which female teachers' use of non-verbal
communication forms is related to the educational level and skill, the

study revealed agreement between the non-verbal forms used at all levels
and all skills.



The study recommended the necessity to prepare training programs
on non-verbal communication in language classes, which contributes to
increasing teachers' knowledge of the importance of non-verbal forms,
their use in contact, and their connection to culture and the outcome of
the learner's competence. It also recommended the provision of
procedural guides joined with the educational curricula that help teachers
to employ non-verbal communication in various skills. The study
suggested preparing training programs on classroom discourse that enable
the learner to practice daily life language without cost and to integrate

into the society's culture.
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
