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ABSTRACT

This research is aimed to identify the linguistic needs and
communicative attitudes of Arabic language learners for military
purposes in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, and to achieve that goal,
the researcher used the descriptive analytical method. The research
community included a group of non-Arabic speaking soldiers who
work in military barracks, departments and fields in the Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia, specifically in training institutes, military colleges and
security centers located in the city of Riyadh, such as the Ministry of
Defense and Aviation, and the Command and Staff College, King
Fahd Security College, Civil Defense Directorate, Civil Defense
Institute, Security Aviation, and others. The research tools consisted
of a questionnaire to determine the linguistic needs of the research
sample, and an interview to determine the linguistic needs and the
basic or recurrent communicative situations that the military soldiers
(the sample) were exposed to, and their arbitration by specialists.
Statistical data analysis were done by; (arithmetic means, standard
deviations, Spearman correlation coefficient, Cronbach's alpha

equation).

The research concluded with several results: the most

important of which are:

The most important linguistic needs in the communicative
situations of the following research sample:

= CULTRAL NEEDS: to know the religious and social

restrictions and norms, and to know the identity, culture,

customs and traditions of the society, with average ot (4.09).



= NEEDS IN CLASSROM: for scientific questions and discussions,
reading materials, studying lessons with colleagues, and
understanding Arabic phrases and terms, with average of (3.98).

= NEEDS IN TRAINING SITES AND FIELDS: to explain
or understand the training movements, and for military
guidance and direction, with average of (3.69).

= ADMINISTRATIVE AND FUNCTIONAL NEEDS: to deal
with superiors, subordinates and colleagues, with average of (3.68).

= SOCIAL INTERBATIONAL NEEDS: to build social
relationships through individual or family communication,
with colleagues or eminent personalities, and talking to the
media and others, with average of (3.59).

= RELIGIOUS NEEDS: to practice worship in the designated
places, to discuss what is permissible and prohibited, to ask scholars,

and to memorize supplications and texts, with average of (3.44).

The research recommended enriching the study that deals with
the analysis of linguistic needs in the military field, preparing
curricula that focus on the most appropriate and most important
words and phrases for non-Arabic speaking soldiers in the Kingdom.
The developers of Arabic language teaching programs for
non-native speakers also recommended investigating the language
needs and conducting the necessary survey before starting, during
and after oftering Arabic language teaching programs for special
purposes; to remedy the shortcoming, and to meet the neglected

language needs in the educational program.
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
