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Abstract

The study aimed to answer a number of questions, the most important of
which are: What are the non-verbal linguistic elements in (Sahih Al-
Bukhari) and how many, and to what extent did these non-verbal elements
contribute to the delivery of the linguistic message, what functions did they
perform, what deliberative meanings they carried, and how did the context
and position contribute In understanding and interpretation, and what are the
conditions for the success of the use of non-verbal language elements. Within
the framework of the non-verbal language boundary, it is every intentional
transfer of meanings, its tools, the members of the body, and it was done
without words. It was made by Searle, one of the pioneers of the theory of
the verbal act, to classify the evidence of the sample, with the selection of
models that represent the sample in this classification, and to analyze it based
on identifying its evidence, its tools and the verb contained in it, ending with
determining the linguistic function performed by the non-verbal language
and its degrees , with highlighting the contributions of hadith commentators,
ancient Arab rhetoricians and modernists, and what enhances this by the
contributions of others, in addition to revealing the context of the discourse
and its impact on conveying meaning. Five tools are: the head, the eye, the
hand, the fingers, and the foot, in 238 witnesses from the Mudawana(Blog).
He performed it in its three degrees, the full role, the supporting role that
cannot be dispensed with, and the supporting role that can be dispensed with.
The percentage of the full role played by the non-verbal language emerged
among the three functions with (111) times compared to (87) times for the
role. The adjunctive that cannot be dispensed with, and (40) times for the
supporting role that can be dispensed with, and these results were clarified
by statistical tables that showed the diversity of non-verbal language
evidence belonging to the types of verbal action, for each of the tools of this
language, with the allocation of a topic to devise conditions for success The
use of non-verbal language and the features that regulate successful
interaction when using it. The study recommended to be guided by the
methods of the Prophet, may God bless him and grant him peace, in the use
of non-verbal language, as he is the eloguent who has been given the
summaries of words. It also recommended building a linguistic lexicon for
physical signs and non-verbal language, based on members And what you
pronounce, with conducting comparative studies in contemporary sign
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languages. The study also recommended identifying the most prominent
skills of using non-verbal language, and providing students of non-verbal
language with these skills through training activities that develop them,
while encouraging teachers of Arabic language in general and teachers of
non-verbal language speakers in particular, to use non-verbal language
skillfully, to enhance their communicative abilities with learners. And
highlighting the prophetic methods in their use, and from what the study
suggested, encouraging scientific research in the field of non-verbal
language, including the individualization of each member with pragmatic
linguistic studies, especially the members whose linguistic presence was
evident in this research, namely the hand, fingers, eye and head; In legal and
linguistic Arabic heritage blogs, as well as studying number signs in Sunni
and Arab heritage blogs and developing an illustrated lexicon in them,
studying its pragmatic dimensions, and the extent of its contribution to non-
verbal language, and integrating this into sign languages for people in need,
encouraging exploratory field studies based on visual documentation to
collect and study The necessary data on aspects of the reality of using non-
verbal language, and then benefiting from that in building curricula for
teaching contemporary Arabic to non-native speakers.
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
