The study attempts to reveal the linguistic characteristics,

deliberative mechanisms, and arguments in the language of

lawyers in administrative courts in Saudi Arabia. The study

relied on modern linguistic theories to analyze the speech of

arguments in synthetic,

deliberative, and argumentative

manner, by describing these theories as effective means of

interpretation, transgression, and deep understanding in

addition to the social and cultural context in which it was

established, and the social characteristics of the parties to the

discourse which said discourse cannot be analyzed without.

The study aims to achieve several objectives, including;:




1- Presenting a new interlinguistic study in the analysis
of legal discourse, specialized in the language of
administrative pleadings in Saudi courts, not previously
studied.

2- Identifying linguistic characteristics, deliberative
mechanisms, and arguments for the language of
administrative pleadings in Saudi courts.

3- Discovering the effect of legal language on directing
judicial decisions.

2- What are the deliberative functions of the language of
administrative pleadings in the light of the theory of verbal
acts?

3- What are the means and mechanisms of arguments in
the language of administrative pleadings?

The topic selection of the study was chosen for many
reasons, from which:

1- This discourse is linked to people's interests and the
consequence of the accuracy of its language for the
preservation of their rights.

2- The language of administrative pleadings contains
linguistic characteristics, deliberative mechanisms, and

argumentative means that need research and study.



3- The subject of legal discourse in the language of
administrative pleadings i1s included in the interlinguistic
studies between linguistic studies on one hand and legal
communications on the other.

The study's findings included the following:

1- The sentence form is different in the preamble, facts,
grounds, and each type have distinct qualities from each
other depending on the form of the pleading.

2—- Awareness of legal discourse in general about the
phenomenon of verbal acts in the industry and control of
the behavior of individuals and administrations.

3- The discourse of pleadings is an argument-type blog
that serves the lawyer’s purpose.

The study found some recommendations, including:

1- Encouraging lawyers to pay attention to linguistic
teatures and language controls of the texts of legal pleadings.

2- To urge training centers interested in the field of
lawyers to provide courses on the study of synthetic
stereotypical controls of texts of legal pleadings, such as
"Tustice Training Center" and other centers.

3- Inviting authors and developers to plan curriculum
with objectives and teaching methods focus on developing
the capacities of law students in Saudi universities, and to

demonstrate the impact of deliberative and argument skills



in the process of communication and pleadings before the
judiciary.

4- Incorporate the strategy of deliberations and
arguments into the subjects of law students' curriculum as a
necessity in education.

5- To take advantage of the results of studies based on
modern age curriculum, for its enriching content, and to

provide it to law learners and practitioners in the same field.
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
