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Abstract

This study aimed at identifying the impact of the proposed
speech and language learning strategies in relation to the
communicative skills of the female foreign learners who studied
Arabic as second language in the stage of middle school. Seeking
to achieve the intended aim, the researcher adopted the quasi-
experimental approach and used a Control Group and an
Experimental Group. Study sample included all the female
foreign learners who studied Arabic as second language in the

stage of middle school — exactly ()¢) female learner. Study
sample members were then divided into two groups - a Control
Group and an Experimental Group - (Y) members in each. Study

instrument was a test developed and designed to measure
speaking skills of the sample members twice, before and after the
‘intervention' after confirming its stability, reliability, and
suitability for achieving the goals of the study and the teaching
method which was based on the communicative aspects strategy.
For processing the statistical data, the researcher used (arithmetic
means, standard deviations, the Shapiro Test, the T-Test, and
Cronbach's Alpha Formula).
The study reached a number of results, most notably:
e Developing a list of speaking skills that the female foreign
learners who studied Arabic as second language in the
stage of middle school should acquire to develop the

communicative aspect. The list includes (Y+) skills that

cover three main aspects, namely: (the Intellectual aspect —
the lingual aspect — the communicative aspect).

e |dentifying the teaching strategy adequate for teaching
speaking skills to study sample members.

e There were statistically significant differences between the
performance of the experimental group and the
performance of the control group on these aspects (the
Intellectual aspect — the lingual aspect — the
communicative aspect), and the overall score in favor of
the experimental group.

e The study found that the strategy employed for teaching
speaking skills in relation to the communicative aspect has
a positive impact with regard to the educational process,

¢
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since the statistical results were in favor of the
experimental group.

In light of these findings, the researcher stated a set of
recommendations, most importantly: the importance of
employing multiple strategies and methods in teaching speaking
skills for learners of Arabic as a second language. The researcher
also recommended working on classifying and identifying
different levels of speaking skills adequate for other educational
levels. And the establishment of training courses for teachers of
Arabic language a second language. Moreover, the researcher
recommended giving training courses to the Arabic teachers
teaching those students who study Arabic as a second language
in order to train them on using modern teaching strategies in
teaching speaking skills for the students at various educational
levels.
