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Abstract

Title of Thesis: The Effect of Using The Flipped Classroom Strategy in Improving
Reading Comprehension Skills in Non-Arabic Speakers.

The aim of this study is to identify the effect of using the Flipped Classroom
strategy via (Blackboard) in developing reading comprehension levels for non-Arabic
speaking learners at the advanced level. To achieve objective of this study, the
researcher prepared a list of reading comprehension skills appropriate for the advanced
level in the reading levels (literal, inferential, and critical) and after getting them
approved by the committee, the researcher designed a training program based on
reading comprehension levels using the flipped classroom strategy. The researcher used
the Quasi-experimental approach, as the study was applied to a random sample of 20
female students from the advanced level at The Arabic Teaching Institute for Non-
Arabic Speakers at Princess Nourah Bint Abdul Rahman University. The participants
were divided into two groups; control and experimental. The tools and materials of the
study were: (1) A list of reading comprehension skills appropriate for the advanced
level, (2) Pre-and-post tests to measure their achievement.

The researcher used a number of statistical methods to reach the results of the
study including: (Calculating the relative weight of the list of reading comprehension
skills, using frequencies and percentages to describe the study sample in terms of the
distribution of the sample members to the two groups, Arithmetic Mean, Standards
Deviation, the "T" test for two dependent samples (comparison samples) on the pre and
post test for identifying the variance in the two groups. Average responses of individual
members of each group on the pre and post tests, using the Independent Samples “T”
Test to compare the mean levels of the two groups in the two tests (pre and post) in
order to verify the equivalence before applying the flipped classroom strategy and to
determine the variance in the average scores of the two groups.

After statistical data processing using the SPSS statistical package program, the
results showed that there were no statistically significant differences as the level of
statistical significance of the value of (z) is higher than the level of significance (0.05)
on at the three levels (literal, inferential, and critical) between the control and
experimental groups.

According to these results, the researcher came with a number of recommendations for
future research:



1. Updating lists of reading comprehension skills to suit learners of Arabic language;
which will help build reading curricula, selecting texts, and making tests.

2. Increasing the awareness of male and female teachers in the field of teaching Arabic
to non-native speakers with the different levels and skills of reading comprehension,
and how to determine the readability of texts.

3. Training male and female teachers on modern teaching strategies appropriate to the
level of learners, and for the current situations that require distance education, and
to verify their effectiveness and success.

4. Keeping pace with the rapid technical development and encouraging teachers to
employ technology in the classroom. To save time and invest it in exercises that
contribute to language development through continuous natural practice.

5. Encouraging language learners to read extensively to develop reading
comprehension levels and increase linguistic income.

6. Training the learners on how to use some technology tools outside the classroom.
To increase the comprehension of reading texts before attending the lesson.

7. Developing self-learning skills for second language learners of Arabic, by including
it in the curriculum, and supporting it in extra-curricular activities.

Study recommendations:

1- Studies similar to the current one with the integration of comprehension questions
and games electronically in the lessons.

2- Future studies similar to the current study on language skills and elements.

3- Studies using various data collection tools; To reach a more in-depth analysis of the
program’s impact, such as conducting interviews and questionnaires to measure
attitudes and opinions.

4- Research that determines the level of motivation of learners and their readiness to
learn outside the classroom and to make the necessary arrangements to train them
in technology before implementing the flipped classroom strategy.

5- Conducting studies to develop the design specifications of the flipped classroom
curriculum for Arabic learners as a second language.

6- Future studies to determine the self-learning skills of Arabic language learners as a
second language at the advanced level.

7- Works that include writing stories and novels aimed at learning the Arabic language
as a second language; To raise the level of complexity in the text, and to motivate
students to learn and apply higher-order thinking skills.

8- Studies that determine the level of readability of texts in the Arabic as a second
language curricula.

9- 9- Descriptive studies of the curricula in terms of their compliance to the
specifications of the second language teaching curricula, based on linguistic blogs.
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
