the impact of the use of the Pragmatics portal in developing
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The study aimed to answer its question, what is the impact of the use of the
deliberative portal in developing the persuasive writing skills of the Arabic
language learners as a second language? The researcher has approached the
semi-empirical approach by choosing an experimental and control sample. He
used the main research tool (test of persuasive writing skills). In addition, he
taught the two samples an educational units that include the units of the
experimental sample and the deliberative input and principles. It was to measure
their impact on learners in developing their skills in persuasive writing and
measuring the impact on their writings.

The researcher concluded at the end of the study, after he analyzed the results
statistically, that there are no statistically significant differences between the
average scores of the experimental sample and the control group following the
use of the deliberative input in the acquisition of persuasive writing skills in
general and in the three skill areas in particular.

The researcher came out with the following recommendations:

Delivering more linguistic studies in the field of improving the deliberative
efficiency of Arabic language learners as a second language in other modern
language skills and listening as a substitute for writing skills.

Recommending the inclusion of the skills of persuasive writing in relevant
courses such as (eloguence and written expression), and can be limit to the most
important persuasive skills appropriate to the abilities of language learners
curricula for Arabic language learners as a second language. It is possible to
confine the process to the most important persuasive skills that are appropriate
to the abilities of language learners.
