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Abstract of the study

Title of the study: “Effect of Feedback Based on Analytical Method
on Learning of Writing Skills for Learners of Arabic as a Second
Language”.

Jamea, for fulfilment of the requirements of obtaining the Master’s
degree in Applied Linguistics specialization, at Institute of Teaching the
Arabic Language, Imam Muhammad Ibn Saud Islamic University, for the
academic year: 1439/1440H, corresponding to 2018/2019G.

This study is aimed at defining the Effect of Feedback Based on
Analytical Method on Learning of Writing Skills for Learners of Arabic
as a Second Language, in comparison with the holistic method.

In order the achieve the objective of this study, the researcher
provided answers to the following questions:

1. Are there differences with statistical significance in the usage of
the analytical method and its feedback in evaluating the writing
tests on learning writing skills?

2. Which is more effective in correcting the writing tests: the
analytical method with its feedback or the holistic method?

In order to answer these questions, the researcher has used The quasi-
experimental approach based on the experimental-control group design,
given that it is the most appropriate for the nature of the study, with the
aim of defining the effectiveness generated by the analytical method and
Is feedback on learning of writing skills for learners of Arabic as a second
language. She designed the study tool (Application) that comprised (5)
topics, each of which includes (13) elements. The survey includes (11)
members of the teaching staff as arbitrators, and upon carrying out
amendments to the survey in light of the arbitrators’ opinions and
suggestions, the suitable marks were distributed on elements, so as to be
adopted as a criterion for correcting writing skills tests. Upon verifying
the validity and stability of the study tools, they were applied on a sample
study that consisted of (50) learners in the third level at the Institute of
Teaching the Arabic Language at Imam Muhammad Ibn Saud University,
who are studying in the first semester in the academic year 1439/1440H.

The experiment took (9) weeks, in which the researcher prepared
writing expressions for learners, then correct the expressions of the
experimental group learners using the analytical method, and provided




feedback for them based on outcome of thus a method. In return,
expressions of the control group learners were corrected using the holistic
method, without providing any type of feedback for them.

The researcher used a group of statistical methods, namely:
(Arithmetic means, Standard deviations, Cronbach’s Alpha factor, (T)
test for two independent samples, (T) test for correlated samples and 12
Eta square equation).

The study has reached a number of important results, mainly:

- The existence of differences with statistical significance at the
significance level of (e < 0.05), between average score for learners of
the experimental and control group in the (ideas) topic.
- The existence of differences with statistical significance at the
significance level of (ce < 0.05) between average scores of learners of the
experimental group in the pre and post tests, in (the overall scores) of all
topics, in favor of the Post test.

In light of the results reached by the study, the researcher has made a
number of recommendations, including the following:

- Emphasizing the effectiveness of the analytical method and its feedback
on linguistic evaluation.

- Providing training courses for teachers — from both sexes — of Arabic as
a second language, in which they will be trained on utilizing the types of
feedback in the linguistic evaluation process, so that the teacher will
master them and will be able to choose from them what suits the
educational situation.
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
