Abstract

This research aims at studying (Thinking Verbs in The
Contemporary Arabic Language Lexicon of Ahmed Mokhtar Omar, A
Semantic Study). The researcher traced and compiled these verbs from
The Contemporary Arabic Language Lexicon of Ahmed Mokhtar Omar,
then redacted and categorized their fields according to the semantic fields
theory. The researcher analyzed and identified the most prominent
semantic features, that categorize each field based on the theory of
semantic components; and revealed etymology and usages of these fields'
vocabularies.

The research consists of an introduction, four chapters and a
conclusion. Chapter (1): consists of a preamble of (3) three sections;
sectionl: The concept of the Semantic Fields. Section 2: The Formative
Analysis. Section 3: Thinking verbs both connoted and denoted.

The Contemporary Arabic Language Lexicon of Ahmed Mokhtar
Omar categorizes Thinking Verbs into three (3) main semantic fields:
Chapter (2) includes the first semantic field; verbs denote Intellectual
Functions of the brain. This field consists of (8) sub- fields:
1) verbs denote thinking; 2) verbs denote knowledge and cognition; 3)
verbs denote conceptualization and imagination; 4) verbs denote
memorization; 5) verbs denote computing; 6) verbs denote classification;
7) verbs denote uncertainty; 8) verbs denote understanding.

Chapter( 3) contains the second semantic field; of verbs denote
thinking defects, which consists of (6) sub- fields:
1) verbs denote non-rationality; 2) verbs denote forgetting; 3) verbs
denote over- speech and tongue slips; 4) verbs denote losing thinking
organ (mind); 5) verbs denote deficiency and malfunction of thinking
organ (mind); 6) verbs denote thinking disorder.



Chapter (4) contains the third semantic field of verbs denote
thinking advantages. This field consists of (3) sub- fields:
1) verbs denote creativity; 2) verbs denote wiliness;
3) verbs denote sageness; 4) verbs denote sedateness;
5) verbs denote eloquence; 6) verbs denote mastery.

The researcher used the Descriptive Analytical Approach in
examining the verbs. Eventually, the study concluded to a number of
findings: abundancy of thinking verbs in Arabic Language; the study has
counted these verbs (119) included in The Contemporary Arabic
Language Lexicon. These verbs are categorized as: (49) verbs of
intellectual function of the brain, (23) verbs of thinking advantages, (47)
verbs of thinking deficiency. Most of thinking verbs are derived from
sensory origins. The relationships among verbs of thinking vary from
synonymity to inclusion. These relationships change as semantic features
change. It is found that inclusion is the most frequent.

The researcher recommended: considering to study the semantic
fields of other areas; as this may result in grouping vocabularies with
proportional themes in an independent thesis. It also could trace and show
these vocabularies etymology and their semantic relationships.
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
