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Abstract

Title: The strategies of Teaching Speech Skills for Arabic Language as a
Second Language for Arabic Language Teachers

This study aims to recognize the strategies of teaching speech skills for
Arabic language Teachers as a second language and parameters, also to
recognize the most important strategies that applied in teaching speech
skills for Arabic language Teachers as a second language, also to figure out
the differences between male and female teachers in recognizing the
strategies for teaching speech skills, and the correlation — if there is any-
between these strategies in teaching and the practical experience of male
and female teachers.

In order to achieve the target of the study, the researcher depended on
descriptive survey method and Questionnaire as a tool for study,. The
study was applied for (60) male and female teachers in different Arabic
Language Education Institutes in Kingdom of Saudi Arabia which are:
Institute of Teaching Arabic Language as a Second Language at Prince
Norah Bent Abdelrahman University in Riyadh, Institute of Arabic
Language at King Saud University in Riyadh, Institute of Teaching Arabic
Language as a Second Language at King Abdelaziz University Jeddah,
Institute of Teaching Arabic Language as a Second Language at Oum Al
Qurah University at Makkah Al Mukaramabh, Institute of Teaching Arabic
LanguageAs a Second Language at Mohammed Bin Saud Islamic
University in Riyadh.

The data collected by the Researcher was subjected to statistical equations,
and the results showed the following:

e The strategies of skills of teaching Arabic languages as a second
Language is ( 27 ) strategy and parameters divided in two groups:
Strategies that are directly related and centered to the teacher and
strategies that are indirectly related to the teacher.

e The results showed that the strategies has obtained a considerable
important degree from the view of male and female teachers except
two strategies obtained a lower degree of importance.



e The results showed that (8) strategies obtained a higher
implementation degree, and (17) strategies has obtained an average
degreeand (2) strategies obtained a lower degreeof implementation.

e There are differences of statistical indicationbetween male and
female teachers in recognizing the strategies of teaching skills of
speech at statistical indication of 0.05

e There is no correlation of statistical indication between recognizing

of speech skill strategies utilized in teaching and between the
variable experience of male and female teachers at statistical

indication of 0.05.
