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abstract

Study entitled (Strategies for learning the skills of written
drawing in Arabic language for women's learners second
language).

The present study aimed to identify the most important strategies
for learning the skills of drawing written Which are used by
women's learners Arabic language second language, , It also
aimed to reveal the relationship between the use of strategies to



learn the skills of drawing written for women's learners in the
Arabic language second language, and the level of educational
attainment on the one hand, and the level of academic
achievement for her (cumulative rate) on the other, as well as
knowledge of the differences between the women's educated high
school achievement and women's educated whose school
achievement has decreased in their use of these strategies.

In order to achieve the objectives of this study, the researcher
designed a questionnaire of its own, collected its from several
sources, and verified their sincerity and steadfastness, this
questionnaire was converted to a note applied to the women's
educated, its followed the descriptive survey approach, to achieve
the objectives of the study, the study was conducted on a sample
of (15) students of the female students of the Institute for the
teaching of Arabic language for the Speaks to other of their at
Princess Noura Bint Abdulrahman University, from the female
students of the first level in the second semester of the academic
year 1437-1438 AH.

The researcher subjected the data collected to a set of
statistical equations, and found to her:

* The most important strategies used by the Arabic language

women educated are the second language in the written drawing.
The number of (13) strategies divided into three axes: pre-written
drawing, during and after its , and the use of the sample was

high degree according to the questionnaire.

®* There are not statistically significant differences between the

women's learners in learning the skills of the written drawing and
their use of the strategies of learning the skills of the written
drawing before or after completion for its. It also there are not
statistically significant differences attributable to the variable of
estimation for the sample members in their responses to the
strategies used during the written drawing.

®* There are statistically significant differences among the

women's educated while learning the skills of the written
drawing.



While the results of the observation were as follows:

® The most important strategies used by the Arabic language

teacher are the second language in the written drawing. The
number of (11) strategies divided into three axes: before the
written drawing, during and after its , and the use of the sample
was high degree according to the observation.

®* There are statistically significant differences among the

women's educated in learning the skills of writing drawing and
their use of strategies to learn the skills of writing drawing
attributable to the variable of appreciation for the women's
learners on these axes.

* There are not statistically significant differences between

variable rating categories for the sample of the study sample in
their responses to the pre-beginning of the written drawing,
during it, or beyond, in their responses on the total scale.
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
