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The Thesis Summary
Study Title: The impact of productive tasks on learning the morphological forms
for Second Language Learners of Arabic

Current study aims at knowing the impact of productive tasks on learning the

morphological formulas for Second Language Learners of Arabic and its continuity. To
achieve the objective of the study, the researcher designed five lessons in the productive
tasks manner and two lessons in the inductive manner, as well as she designed an
achievement test to verify the impact; whereas the study was applied on (45)
respondents who are studying at the third level in the Arabic Teaching Institute for
Non-Arabic Speakers at Princess Nora Bint Abdul Rahman University, and they
have been divided into two groups; the first one is a “controlling” one, and the other
IS an “experimental” one. This study applied the experimental approach, besides the
application of the achievement test before providing lessons to find out the level of the
learners after the verification of its truthfulness and persistence, and it is applied after
providing the lessons directly to verify what has been gained, and then it has been
repeated a week later to ascertain the extent of what has been gained from lessons.
The collected data from the three tests have been subjected to statistical
processing using T-test and Wilcoxon test.
The main statistical results of the study are as follows:

e There are statistically significant differences at the significance level of
(a=+,+°) between the pre and post measurements for the experimental group
learners due to productive tasks in the morphological formulas achievements of
(Patterns of Je/sf «Jixd oJelis oJsi3 «Jlxd) and the total score for the
morphological formulas achievements in the favor of the direct post-
measurement.

e There are no statistically significant differences at the significance level of
(a=+,+°) between the direct post- measurement and the deferred post-
measurement for the experimental group learners in keeping the morphological
formulas of (Patterns of Jes e/ s «Jizd )24 «J=d) and the total score of the test.

e There are statistically significant differences at the significance level of
(a=+,+°) between the performance of the two groups; experimental and
controlling in the direct post-test in the achievement of the two morphological
formulas of (Patterns of Js#4 « =) in the favor of the experimental group.

e There are no statistically significant differences at the significance level of
(a=+,+°) between the performance of the two groups; experimental and
controlling in the deferred post-test in keeping the morphological formulas of
(Patterns of led «Jos e/ «J5is «Je 19 and the total scores of the test.

The study has concluded into a number of implications; most notably are inviting
Arabic language teachers to experience new teaching methods in their education,
especially those methods that have proven effective in teaching and that would involve
the learner in the learning process and make him/her its axis, as well as combining
explicit and implicit learning, and tending to practice and production.
