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Abstract of the study

This study aimed to reveal the cognitive, behavioral, and emotional
attitudes of faculty members towards teaching medicine in Arabic, It also
aimed to reveal the attitudes of faculty members towards the status of the
Arabic language in each of the two universities. The study also aimed to
uncover the relationship between the two samples in their behavioral and
emotional attitudes towards the use of Arabic Language in teaching
medicine, and the relationship between the two samples in their attitudes
towards the status of the Arabic language. The importance of the study is
that it is the first of its kind - as a master thesis - in studying the attitudes of
faculty members in medical schools towards the teaching of medicine in
Arabic. It is a detailed study of all components of the trend, using a number
of research tools for further investigation and comprehension. It provides an
integrated view of the case on two samples scale at two major universities,
In addition to the inclusion of a study of the linguistic reality in the two
universities. It is a study that provides a wide database of language planners
and decision makers, the researcher used the descriptive analytical method.

A number of professors participated as a sample of the study, and they
were as follows:

e Study sample Participating in the interview :(26) items
e Study sample Participating in the survey :(128) items



The researcher used the research tools: the questionnaire, the survey, and
the observation. She reached a number of conclusions, the most important of
which is: the study has identified different cognitive, emotional and
behavioral trends towards the use of the Arabic language in education, while
a positive trend towards the status of the Arabic language has been observed.
Pragmatic motives have also been the main drivers of negative attitudes
towards the use of Arabic in medical education.

The study has shown the effect of socialization and the effect of pairing
on the adoption of a certain trend toward the use of Arabic in the teaching of
medicine. It also proved that the objective reality of the medical colleges in
both universities indicates that the use of Arabic is an indispensable
necessity.
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
