The study obtains its significance from the following:

1. 1. The importance of knowing the attitudes towards learning languages in general
and using them, especially (Arabic).

2. The role of the relationship between students’ & their parents’ attitudes towards
language learning and use, and the influence of parents on their children's
attitudes.

3. The importance of studying the attitudes of Saudi students abroad and their
parents to distinguish this context and its different from other contexts.

4. The field - according to the researcher - is free of an applied study of the attitudes of
Arabic language learners and their parents in Saudi schools abroad towards

learning and using the language.

1. Attitudes of Arabic language learners in Saudi schools abroad and their parents
towards teaching, learning and using Arabic.

2. The statistically significant differences between the attitudes of Arabic language
learners and their parents in Saudi schools abroad towards teaching, learning

and using the Arabic language due to the context variable?
Study society and sample)

The study society consisted of Saudi students and academics abroad, and their parents.
The number of students is more than (5000) students. The researcher selected the
sample of the study which includes all the students of the middle and high school
students at the Al-Haramain Saudi Academy in Jakarta who are learning Arabic as a
second language, and their parent, the number of students is (48) students, and (52)
students of middle and high school students in the Saudi school in Djibouti who are

learning Arabic as a second language and their parents.
The study's methodology and procedures\

The researcher used the descriptive analytical approach, and adopted the questionnaire
on the Likert scale as a tool to answer the study's questions, by designing two

questionnaires:

First: A questionnaire to measure the attitudes of Arabic language learners of a second

language towards teaching, learning and using Arabic in Saudi schools abroad.

Second: A questionnaire to measure the attitudes of learner's parents of Arabic

language as a second language to teach, learn and use Arabic in Saudi schools abroad.

After preparing the two questionnaires in their initial form, the researcher conducted
the validity and reliability procedures, applied the two tools to a survey sample and
reached the final version of the study tool, then applied and extracted the results

according to the responses of the study sample.



The study main results\

1. Attitudes of Arabic language learners as a second language and their parents

(positive or very positive) towards (teaching and learning Arabic) and towards

(using of Arabic), and towards its sub-axes.

2. There are no statistically significant differences between the average scores of

the attitudes of Arabic language learners and their parents in the study sample

(Djibouti and Jakarta) towards all sub-axes of teaching, learning and using the

Arabic language, except the following:

Attitudes of Arabic language learners as a second language in the study
sample (Djibouti and Jakarta) towards learning and teaching Arabic for
integrative purposes, where there is a statistically significant difference (at

the level of 0.01) in favor of learners in Jakarta.

Attitudes of Arabic language learners’ parents of a second language in the
study sample (Djibouti and Jakarta) towards learning and teaching Arabic
for utilitarian purposes and the general attitude towards Arabic, where there
is a statistically significant difference (at the level of 0.05) in favor of parents
in Djibouti.

Attitudes of Arabic language learners’ parents of a second language in the
study sample (Djibouti and Jakarta) towards the importance of using Arabic
language and its priority. The overall degree of the attitude towards the use
of Arabic, where there is a statistically significant difference (at the level of

0.05) in favor of parents in Jakarta.

3. Attitudes of the study sample (very positive) towards a set of paragraphs

revolving around the importance of Arabic language and learning and the link

with Quran and Islamic law.

4. Attitudes of the study sample (high positive) towards other paragraphs related

to the importance of Arabic language for integrative purposes and relations

with Arab societies, literary aspects, and utilitarian purposes.

Attitudes of the study sample (neutral) only about four paragraphs; related to
the importance of the correct reading of Arabic language, the need for it after
the completion of the study, and its beauty compared to the native language,
and community preference for it.

There were no statistically significant differences between the mean attitudes of
the sample of the second language learners and the mean of their parents'
attitudes in both contexts.

There are no statistically significant differences between the average study
sample attitudes towards teaching and learning Arabic and their attitudes

towards using it, in both contexts.

Study Recommendations)\

1.

Importance of the dissemination of Arabic language and teaching in the
countries where the study revealed their positive attitudes towards learning and
using Arabic language, and similar countries.

Using the results of the current study when developing a document authoring
the curricula of teaching Arabic to speakers of other languages.

The Ministry of Education in the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia should present a
national project to teach Arabic to speakers of other languages, taking into
account the attitudes of the community towards Arabic.

The concerned authority in the Ministry of Education in Saudi schools abroad
should pay special attention to the curricula prepared for Arabic language
programs for speakers of other languages.

The study plans for the major of (applied linguistics) in universities should
include units dealing with the attitudes towards learning and using Arabic
language, and the impact of their attitudes in preparing the curriculum.

Paying attention to the fields that the current study proved that the attitudes of
the study sample towards them (high positive or too high positive) according to



the results of the study, when creating educational chains to teach Arabic to
speakers of other languages.

Where the results of the study revealed (the absence of statistically significant
differences) between the two study contexts in the general direction attitudes
(learning and teaching Arabic) and towards (using of Arabic). In most of its
sub-axes, the researcher recommends the use of the results of the study in
contexts similar to the context Study in the Republics of Indonesia and
Djibouti.

Making similar studies to reveal the attitudes of learners and their parents
towards teaching and learning Arabic language and its use in different
environments from the context of the study, such as countries in continents

(Europe, America, and Oceania).
