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This research aimed to study the attitudes of the teachers of Arabic language (as 

second language) towards the Communicative Approach. It was accomplished by making 

comparison between male and female teachers in try to understand the reasons behind 

the differences in the attitudes towards that approach, if there's any. The study tried to 

reveal the effect of the educational institution variable, and suggest suitable solutions for 

those differences in the light of the study's result. 

The COLTAS scale (Karavas-Doukas, 1996) was used as a reference, by conducting the 

survey to scale the attitudes towards the Communicative Approach of 69 teachers; male 

teachers at the Arabic Language Institute in Al Imam Muhammed Ibn Saud Islamic 

University, and female teachers at Princess Nourah Bint Abdulrahman University. And to 

measure the differences in the attitude, according to the variable of educational 

institution, by using the Descriptive Method.  

The research has reached many results, here's are some: There are positive attitudes, 

from the majority of the teachers, towards the Communicative Approach. According to the 

educational institution variable, there are statistical differences in these points: in 

teamwork and correct mistakes in favor of the male teachers, and in the exams 

(measurement and evaluation) in favor of the female teachers.  

By noticing the demographic changes in the sample of the study, with more years in 

duty, higher degrees, and wider culture and knowledge, there is always more positivity 

towards the Communicative Approach in teaching Arabic as second language. 

The study concluded with some suggestions: The Communicative Approach is very 

useful, and the study recommends making a procedural manual about how to apply and 

adapt that approach in the field of teaching Arabic as second language. Making seminars 

about the Communicative Approach. Translating the books that relate to this approach, 

and establishing periodical about it. Using that approach in the learning materials and 

distributing them to make the Communicative teaching easier to reach. 
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
