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Abstract

Study Title: Teaching Reading Skill Strategies Among Arabic

Language Teachers as a second language.

This study aimed to identify the strategies of teaching reading skill
among Arabic language teachers as a second language, to uncover the
strategies that Arabic second language teachers use while teaching the
reading skill, and to know the relationship - if any - between those
strategies in teaching and the scientific experience of teachers and
academic qualification.

To achieve study aims, the researcher followed the survey
methodology (descriptive), and designed a list of strategies that includes
25 strategies to teach reading skill and verified their validity and reliability.
The researcher subjected the collected data to a set of statistical methods.
The study resulted in several results; the following are the most
remarkable:

- The number of strategies reached (25) strategies. (10) strategies
obtained a high degree of application, while (13) strategies obtained a
moderate degree of application, and (two strategies) obtained a low
degree of application.

- There are no statistically significant differences in the application of
strategies degree used by Arabic language teachers as a second
language while teaching reading skill due to the academic qualification
variable.

- There are no statistically significant differences in the application of
strategies degree used by Arabic language teachers as a second
language while teaching reading skill due to the years of experience
variable.

Considering the results, the study recommended some recommendations,
the most important of which are:



- Encouraging teachers to use reading skill strategies while teaching
Arabic as a second language.

- Work to diversify the teaching strategies used in teaching the skill of
reading in the Teaching Arabic Language as a Second Language
Institute.
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
