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Thesis Summary

A study titled ''Strategies of Speaking Skill Learning for Arabic
learners as A Second Lanquage"'.

The study aims at determining the most important strategies of
speaking skill learning that a second language learner uses. Moreover, it
also aims at detecting the connection between speaking skill strategies
used by second language learners and their educational level on one hand,
and their academic achievement (GPA) on the other . In addition, the
study seeks to identify the differences between the learners with high
GPA and the ones with low GPA when using these strategies.

To attain the goals of the study, a questionnaire was designed
especially for it. This questionnaire was collected from multiple sources,
which then its Validity and Reliability were verified. The method that
was used in order to achieve the goals of the study was the descriptive
survey method.

The study was applied on (92) respondents who are studying at the
second, third and fourth levels in the Arabic Teaching Institute for Non-
Arabic Speakers at Princess Norah Bint Abdulrahman University in
Riyadh -in the first semester of 1436-1437 AH (2015)

The collected data were subjected to several statistical processing.
The study led to the following findings:

e The most important strategies of speaking skill learning for Arabic
learners as a second language are (41) strategies, divided into four
axes: pre-speaking strategies, in-speaking strategies, post-speaking
strategies and general strategies. The use of these strategies by the
learners had a great response.

e The use of the strategies was arranged according to Oxford
classification on the direct and not direct aspects, as following:
Affective  strategies, metacognitive, social, = Mnemonics,
compensatory and lastly cognitive strategies.

e There are no significant statistical differences in the first axis "Pre-
speaking strategies™, the second axis "During speaking strategies"
and the total questionnaire mark according to the inconstant
educational level.



e The significant statistical differences in the third axis "After
speaking strategies" and the fourth axis "General strategies" are in
favor of the second educational level.

e The absence of significant statistical differences in the study axes
and the total questionnaire mark according to the inconstant grade
point average (GPA).
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
