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Abstract

Cognitive Perception among Female of Arabic Teachers is a Second
Language

The present study aimed at revealing the level of cognitive perception
in two aspects: knowledge, and convictions among female of Arabic
language teachers as a second language in the language teaching institutes
of Universities of Riyadh. To achieve this goal, the researcher used the
blended approach, which blends or combines quantitative and qualitative
data. The sample consisted of 38 female teachers as second language with
different qualifications, from a bachelor's degree to a PhD degree. They
worked in the Institutes of Arabic Language Teaching in Riyadh
Universities, which; Arabic Language Teaching Institute for Non-Arabic
Speakers in Princess Noura Bint Abdul Rahman University, Arabic
Linguistics Institute in King Saud University, and the Institute of Teaching
Arabic at Imam Mohammed Bin Saud Islamic University, during the
academic year 1440-1441 Hijri. The researcher used the questionnaire and
the interview with two tools for the study, which she designed by reference
to different sources, and verified their sincerity and consistency using a
number of quantitative approaches and appropriate approaches.

The results of questionnaire showed the following:

- The results showed that the level of knowledge of Arabic teachers
as a second language with different axes is very high, although there
is a certain order of the axes of this knowledge according to the
perception of the study sample.

- The results showed that the convictions of Arabic teachers as a
second language with different axes reflect a high view according to
the faith of the study sample, and although the degree of approval
was great, it came after knowledge, and the discrepancy between the
researchers in convictions is more than in knowledge.

- The results showed a high level of cognitive cognition in the study
sample, and that knowledge and convictions in their axes are
integrated into the cognitive perception of the Arabic language
teacher as a second language.

- The results of the study indicated that the results of the interviews
were very similar to the results of the questionnaire, the level of
cognitive perception in the study sample was significantly higher,
and the respondents had a high level of cognitive cognition.
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
