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Abstract

Title: Identity, language investment and imagined communities among
learners of Arabic as a second language.

—This study aims to reveal the nature of the linguistic identity, the level
of language investment, and seek to explore the forms of imagined
communities among learners of Arabic as a second language at the
institute for teaching Arabic language for non Arab speakers at Princess
Nora bint Abdulrahman University in Riyadh city.

To achieve this objective , the researcher used a mixed method,
which combines the quantitative and qualitative approaches, the study
sample consisted of (40) Arabic language learners studying at the
Institute of Arabic language teaching at Princess Noura University,
during the second semester of the university year of 1438/1439 H. The
researcher used a questionnaire and the interview tools as tools. A
guestionnaire tool was designed with reference to different sources and it
was validated and confirmed by using many appropriate statistical
methods.

The results of the research resulted in the following:

1. The results showed that the overall average of the axis of the
language investment level among Arabic language learners as a second
language was (3.82), an average that falls under the fourth category of a
five category scale (from 3.41 to 4.20), which refers to an agreement
option.

2. The results showed that the overall average of the axis of the
nature of language identity among learners of Arabic as a second
language was (3.50), an average that falls under the fourth category of a
five category scale (from 3.41 to 4.20), which refers to an agreement
option.



3. The overall average of the nature of perceptions and expectations
was (4.02) prior to arrival in Saudi Arabia, an average that falls under the
fourth category of a five category scale (from 3.41 to 4.20) which refers
to an agreement option.

4. The overall average of the nature of perceptions and expectations
was (3.61) after arrival in Saudi Arabia, an average that falls under the
fourth category of a five category scale (from 3.41 to 4.20) which refers
to an agreement option.

The findings of the interview were often agreement and
confirmation to the results of the questionnaire, particularly in term of the
impact of the language learner’s participation in learning activities on
language proficiency and the changes that occur on the self-identity level.
Thus, these changes contribute to creating a new identity characterized by
continual change and generation based on the surrounding social
contexts. The results of the interview explained and illustrated many of
the statements of the questionnaire, such as the impact of marginalization,
lack of participation and integration with the society, and the extent of
adaptation to Arab societies and their constraints.
