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The present study titled (The Arguments in the Religious Discourse
and its Impact in Persuasion: Sayings of Sheikh Muhammad Mutwali
Alsharawi as a model) has cared for studying the argument means and
mechanisms of Sheikh Alsharawi as one of the contemporary Daawa figures
in interpretation. The study has shed the light on Alsharawi’s biography and
his blog as well as mentioning some of the reasons behind its publicity and
impact on receivers by going through sciences, refuting orientalists’
suspicions, and defining the problem and its solution.

Afterwards, the study turned to talk about the introductions of
arguments in addition to the study of arguments of Greece and Ancient
Arabs with providing an example of this, talking about the concept of
argument of Western Modernists, the argument in the contemporary
interpretation, and in the contemporary Arab linguistics.

The theoretical aspect was followed by an applied study in two
chapters of Alsharawi’s sayings in topics of Faith, worships, transactions, and
ethics along with following the principles of descriptive and analytical
approach in dealing with the research subject. The same approach was
applied on the third chapter on the means of linguistic arguments, the means
of rhetorical arguments, and the means of non-verbal communication. As
for the fourth chapter, it was applied on the mechanisms of argument
associations, argument factors, argument grades, and argument connecting.

The purpose of this study was to identify the means of linguistic and
rhetorical arguments as well as the mechanisms of arguments used in
contemporary model of religious discourse, identifying its impact on
persuasion, highlighting the function of non-verbal communication in
directing the receivers, and providing results that deserve discussion and

recommendations that deserve follow-up.
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
