Abstract

The study aimed to describe and analyze the semantic structure of sense
words in the light of the conceptual theory, within a broader semantic
framework called “semantic space” to reveal new semantics of sense words in
Arabic language, emanating from the conceptual / cognitive dimension, and
parallel to the general semantics corresponding to them in other languages to
achieve the objectives of the study. The researcher used the qualitative
approach through the study of (cognitive semantic) and applied to a general
linguistic corpus (Arabic corpus) of King Abd El Aziz City for Science and
technology.

The study reached the most prominent results:

1- The conceptual structure and the semantic spaces offer an equal
interpretation of our semantic competence in linguistic discourse and
enable us to understand and interpret words and sentences by
reconstructing knowledge stored in the memory of long time.

2- The acts of sense in Arabic language are capable of semantic analysis and
semantic deconstruction and consist of a number of central primary
elements and (general features) that include conceptual mental variables,
such as the silence and the movement of space.

3- The conceptual semantic of sense words in Arabic language is more
profound and richer than by linguistic lexicons.

4- The cognitive semantic is a window to root many of the semantic issues in
our ancient Arabic heritage with each of Al-Jahiz, Ghazali, and Al-Razi.

In the light of these results, the researcher presented the most

important recommendations:

1- Reviewing the questions of metaphor in ancient Arabic rhetoric through
recent studies; dealing with semantic approaches of modern theories in the
study of homonymy in semantic, rhetoric and lexicon.

2- Providing other studies in the field of cognitive linguistic which deal with
cognitive approaches between semantics and other sciences.

Such as neurology and artificial intelligence ... which will enrich our

perceptions of research into the causes of meaning in language.
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
