The research aimed to reveal the reading problems of Saudi students
returning from abroad, at the levels of formal reading and reading
comprehension. The researcher chose the study population to be Saudi
students returning from abroad (scholarship girls), who study in the
intermediate and secondary stages in international schools in the
Kingdom, as the researcher chose the sample intentionally and consisted
of (25) students. The study came out with a set of results that showed that
most of the reading problems of Saudi students returning from abroad are
on the side of readi ng comprehension, as one of the most important
problems recorded by the study was the students' reliance on translating
Arabic words into the language in which they learned abroad to
understand the meaning, and it also showed that students take longer to
understand Arabic texts than it takes to understand the texts of the
language in which they studied abroad, and they also face difficulty in
knowing the meanings of words through the context in which it was
received. This is followed by the level of formal reading, as it obtained
the least observation of the problems, and one of its most prominent
results is the presence of difficulties related to slowness and frequent
stopping during loud reading, failure to differentiate between long and
short movements, and the difficulty of applying syntactic movements at
the end of words, The student resorts to sooth while reading aloud.
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
