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Abstract

This study about the social concepts among Arab female
students in international schools, aimed to know the significance
of social concepts among Arab female students in international
schools, and to reveal the extent to which the level of female
students in international schools and public schools varies in the
interpretation of social concepts, An objective test of the type of
choice was built from a multi-tool to collect data and
information, the analytical descriptive curriculum has been
applied, and the test was applied to (183) students from
international and public schools in Riyadh for grades 5 and 6.

After analyzing the data statistically, the most important
results were the following:

The results generally showed that Arab female students in
international schools understood social concepts in the fifth and
sixth grades of primary, and the level of understanding of
female students in international schools and public schools for
the fifth and sixth grades was The primary is almost equal and
the results show that there are no statistically significant
differences attributable to the variable of the study environment.

One of the recommendations of the study is:

To identify social concepts and place it at graduated
levels commensurate with the level of study and subject,
because the concepts are characterized by their ability to scale
and grow according to the abilities and age of learners, and this



Is their concept in the scope of experience and the length of
practice.
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
