through courses and what is produced by the students.

The most important results of the study: One of the most
important results reached by the researcher is that the learners of
Arabic language as a second language in the Arabic Language
Teaching Institute for Non-Arabic Speakers in Imam Muhammad
Bin Saud Islamic University are not acquiring the linguistic
structures in accordance with the grammatical rules and issues

studied by the students in the grammar courses.

The most important recommendations: The researcher
recommends redesigning the grammar courses commensurate with
the linguistic growth stages of the students in acquiring the

linguistic structures.
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
