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Abstract

The aim of this study was to reveal the impact an instructional
program based on the theory of multiple inteligences in learning grammar of

female's learners of Arabic as a second language.

To achieve this goals, the researcher used the Semi-empirical study,
and the study sample included two groups: control group and experimental
group, and the number of female students in each group (12) female learners
of Arabic as a second language of the advanced level in Gwaher, al Riyadh
international School.

the researcher prepared an instructional program based on the theory of
multiple intelligences on the sample of the experimental study and prepared
a tool for study (Achievement test) to apply (pre-post application and post
application) on two samples of control and experimental study.

And then collect its data and analyze it statistically using statistical
methods such as the calculation of arithmetical averages and standard
deviations, (T-Test) was also used for related samples and independent
samples to show the significant differences between the averages. It was also
found the value of eta square to reveal the effect size of the independent
variable in the dependent variable, to answer the questions of the study and
ensure the validity of its hypotheses.

The results of the study showed the following:

1- There are statistically significant differences at level of (0.05) between the
scores of the experimental group and the control group in learning the rules

of the target language, in the post- test, in favor for experimental group.

2- Size of effect of the educational program based on the theory of multiple

intelligences in learning grammar which aims at this study.



In light of these results, the researcher recommended:

1- Employing multiple intelligences in curriculum design and instructional
materials in teaching Arabic language to learners of Arabic as a second

language.

2- As well as preparation a guide of the strategies of multiple intelligences
divers and the characteristics of multiple intelligences for teachers of

Arabic as a second language.

3- Hold training courses for teachers, enlighten them, and develop
awareness of the theory of multiple intelligences and to facilitate the
instructional process and benefit from all of this in the lesson and in

diagnosing the types of intelligences of the learners.
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
