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Abstract of the study

The aim of the study was to identify the difficulties of
verbal communication (listening and speaking) among
second language Arabic learners at Princess Noura Bint
Abdulrahman University. To achieve this objective, the
study relied on descriptive descriptive approach in
determining the linguistic difficulties in the sample of the
study, using the note card which included language
difficulties in listening skills, 14 difficulties, and linguistic
difficulties in speaking skills. The beginner and
intermediate levels at the Institute of Arabic Language

.Teaching at Princess Noura Bint Abdulrahman University

One of the most significant findings of the study is that
the most common language difficulties related to listening
skills were repeated among students: "the distinction
between similar sounds in pronunciation’, which may be
due to the great diversity in the students' linguistic
background Some of the difficult words in the audible text
'which may be due to the large number of Arabic
vocabulary and multiple meanings. The difficulties related
to the skill of speaking and repeated in the students are:
"Correct pronunciation of similar voices" because of the
difference in the voices of the Arabic language from the
voices of the mother tongue, as well as "frequent stop while
talking to find the right word" Lack of linguistic wealth in
the student.
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
